The Palmdale School District chose Voyager Passport as the intervention program for
students receiving special education services in second through seventh grade. The
program was implemented four days per week, 45 minutes per day, and resulted in a
dramatic acceleration in students’ oral reading fluency rates, as measured by Reading
Connected Text (RCT).
